CLIFFORD LONGLEY JP - is an author, broadcaster and journalist specialising in religious affairs. A Roman Catholic, he writes a column in The Tablet, of which he is also Leader Writer and Editorial Consultant, and appears regularly on Radio 4’s The Moral Maze and Thought for the Day. Named Specialist Writer of the Year in the 1986 British Press Awards, in 2006 Clifford was awarded the Gold Medal ‘Peace Through Dialogue’ of the International Council of Christians and Jews.
RACHEL LAMPARD - has worked for the Methodist Church since 2000, with responsibility for the Church's engagement with political issues. She is now Team Leader of the Joint Public Issues Team for the Methodist, Baptist and United Reformed Churches, and is also a Commissioner with the Gambling Commission, responsible for regulating the gambling industry in the public interest.
ARCHBISHOP SENTAMU - The Most Revd and Rt Hon. Dr John Sentamu is the 97th Archbishop of York, and was previously Bishop of Birmingham. He is an inspiring and popular communicator of direct messages and deep truths.
BISHOP GRAHAM CRAY - Bishop Graham Cray was appointed Archbishops’ Missioner and Leader of the Fresh Expressions team in 2009. Before becoming a bishop he was principal of Ridley Hall, Cambridge, a Church of England theological college. His special concerns are the engagement of the Gospel with contemporary culture, youth ministry and the theology of renewal.  He has been chairman of the Greenbelt Festival and is currently chairman of the Soul Survivor Trust.
DR DAVID HOPE - Archbishop of York from 1995 to 2005 - introduces the course CD.

The course booklet this year is written by Canon John Young.

John Young worked for two Archbishops of York, and was for many years a member of the General Synod of the Church of England. A Canon Emeritus of York Minster and Co-Founder of York Courses, he’s written over 30 books/booklets. His work has been translated into several languages, including Chinese and Russian.
