Lay Leadership in rural multi-parish benefices
“The research focused in the role of churchwardens within my benefice (8 churches) and also involved Revd Philip Wagstaff Methodist Superintendant of the West Devon Methodist Circuit examining the role of stewards in the Methodist church. Our shared concern is how to release creative potential in rural ministry, given that key lay people in such areas are often the ones running their local church or chapel, and that ministerial resources are increasingly thinly spread. We aimed to establish the work being done by these lay leaders, which invariably goes well beyond their official responsibilities and for which they receive limited recognition, support or training. With this evidence we might then be able to develop more appropriate models for collaborative mission and ministry in this rural context”
